In the Eastern Hemisphere the highest mountain is stated as Dhaulagiri, now
counted as the seventh highest; a small balloon marks the altitude reached by Joseph Louis Gay-
Lussac in 1804. In the Western Hemisphere the tallest is 'Nevada de Sorata' (Nevado lllampu),
now known to be only the fourth highest mountain in Bolivia. Aconcagua, the actual highest, is
only ranked third.
